The Kubose Memorial Museum of Arts, [zumi was founded in 1982
when the Kuboso Corporation, which had long been engaged in
the cotton industry in Izumi City, Osaka Prefecture, donated to
the city buildings, land, funds, and nearly 500 art objects —among
them some designated as National Treasures and Important Cultural
Properties.

The museum holds a variety of exhibitions including Special
Installations in the Spring and Special Exhibitions in the Fall. A
new huilding, the Shinkan, was added in 1997 and there one can
view ancient Chinese bronzes, jades and ceramics in addition to
European paintings and sculpture by masters such as Claude
Monet, Pierre Auguste Renoir and Auguste Rodin. At present
the museum collection numbers more than 3500 objects focusing
mainly on Japanese and Chinese painting and applied arts.

In addition,
the Music Hall, Gallery and Studio contribute to creating a place
where you can spend a fulfilling day rich in cultural experience.
